The biggest issue regarding this is the fact that
our club logo includes Ford protected material—aka the words “Ford” and
“Mustang.” This means that we are required to have any apparel that includes
our logo produced by a Ford-licensed supplier. 1, like a few other club members,
am frustrated by this because it prevents us from having club T-shirts, hats, etc.,
made locally. | would like everyone to think about this a little so we can discuss
possible solutions at the next meeting.
